3.​ Read Of Mice and Men by John Steinbeck. Be ready for a short assessment on 
the contents of this novel on the first day of school; plan accordingly.  
   

4.​ Google the pdf for these short stories. Read them. For each one, write a one-half 
page reflection (about 250 words each), which includes your reactions and 
personal connections to plot, characters and writing style.  DO NOT 
SUMMARIZE THE STORY 
“Cathedral” by Raymond Carver 
“A Worn Path” by Eudora Welty 
“2BRO2B” by Kurt Vonnegut 
“Thank You Ma’am” by Langston Hughes (re-read)
